Insert a new rule NOR 4.10 bis 
Temporary substitution of the skipper and co-skipper due to medical circumstances which occurred during the Compulsory Crew Attendance in Barcelona. 

1. Substituting the skipper or the co-skipper under this rule will be permitted only before the starting signal.
2. The skipper or the co-skipper will be replaced only by the registered substitute.

3. The medical circumstances which originate the change must have happened during the Compulsory Crew Attendance in Barcelona (see NOR 4.13). These medical circumstances shall be documented and accredited by the medical services of the Barcelona World Race.

4.  When a competitor substituted before the start recovers from the medical condition which prevented him from starting the race and once the medical services of the Barcelona World Race have reported he is able to go racing, he shall contact the race management within 12 hours of the doctor’s report.
5. The substitution of the competitor will be made in accordance with a “Medical Stop”

Medical Stop


5.1.- Technical repairs are not permitted

5.2.- Nothing except the competitors will be embarked and disembarked
5.3.- The race management will instruct the boat as regards the date and place of the medical stop.
5.4.- If possible, the race management will send a local representative who will ensure  that the requirements of the medical stop have been complied with.
6. Temporary substitutions are not considered as a crew substitution as per NOR 4.10.
7. In case of request for a substitution, if the medical release is not issued within 10 days of the start, the crew on board will not be changed.
